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Advise and assess local governments on the coordination of service delivery to children.





Review service and treatment plans for children for which such reviews are requested.





Provide assistance, as the cabinet council determines to be necessary, to meet the needs of children referred by county family and children first councils for whom the county council cannot provide adequate services.





Provide administrative review of county council disputes regarding service coordination when requested and when those disputes cannot be resolved locally through the local dispute resolution process.





Advise and make recommendations to the Governor and the General Assembly regarding the provision of services to children.
